Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo
2010-2011 Year in Review

The past fiscal year saw the dazzling, memorable launch
of our new museum, the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum,
Tokyo.

The museum opened its doors on April 6, 2010, with
our critically acclaimed memorial Opening Exhibition |,
Manet et le Paris moderne (Manet and Modern Paris).
It attracted over 2,000 visitors on the first day and over
300,000 by the end of the exhibition period (April
6 to July 25, 2010). With the generous cooperation
of the Musée d'Orsay, Paris, we brought together
cherished paintings by Manet from museums and
private collections in Europe, the United States, and
Japan, organizing the exhibition with the direct and
indirect assistance of experts throughout the world.
The exhibition was highly praised internationally, in a
splendid start that gave a foretaste of how the work of
the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo, will develop.

For the second Opening Exhibition II, we presented
From Dream to Reality: The Iwasaki/Mitsubishi Collection,
from August 24 to November 3, 2010. Bringing together
works from the collections of Mitsubishi Group member
companies, the Seikado Foundation, the Toyd Bunko (the
Oriental Library), and other Mitsubishi-related cultural
foundations, it situated them within the narrative of how
the dream of building an art museum in the Marunouchi
district, which had been part of the plans by Josiah
Conder for the Mitsubishi building program in that
area in the 1890s, was finally realized. This exhibition
thus did more than present a rich variety of works, from
Japanese and other Asian classics to modern Western
art, from Mitsubishi-related collections. It also promoted
a clearer awareness of the raison d'étre of the Mitsubishi
Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo, its name crowned by the
word Mitsubishi, the name of our group.

In contrast to the first two exhibitions, which were
planned specifically for our museum, the third exhibition,
Kandinsky and the Blue Rider from the Lenbachhaus,
Munich (November 23, 2010, to February 6, 2011), was
organized as a traveling exhibition that will also be
shown in several other museums in Japan. This group of
German Expressionist works from the Stadtische Galerie
im Lenbachhaus und kunstbau in Munich had rarely
been shown in Japan. The exhibition, which received
highly favorable media coverage, attracted a new
segment of visitors to our museum, including highly
sophisticated art lovers, particularly young people and

members of the baby boom generation, and people
working in the culture industries.

In addition to planning these exhibitions, the museum
has been building its collection. At the end of this fiscal
year, we were able to purchase Le Grand Bouquet, a
major work in pastels by the late nineteenth-century
French painter Odilon Redon, as well as the greater
part of the John and Miyoko Unno Davey collection of
art and craft objects inspired by Japonism, which had
been on deposit with the museum since fiscal 2007.
The existing collection had included the Maurice Joyant
collection of graphic works by Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec,
the first acquisition for the collection, in fiscal 2006, and
“L'Estampe Originale,” a group of color lithographs
acquired in fiscal 2009. With our new purchases, the
museum'’s collection is gaining significantly in breadth
and depth.

In sum, the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo,
has, in the brief year since its opening, mounted a
series of excellent exhibitions and won the support of
people in a wide range of fields, including the media,
people engaged in the arts around the world, art lovers
in general, and the people who work in the offices and
shops in the Marunouchi area: a very fortunate start
indeed. In addition, we have been able to establish the
foundations of our collection, which will, as the face
of the museum, greatly influence how it is seen, and
have taken major steps towards defining the direction
of the museum’s future operations. The Mitsubishi
Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo, has, in its first year, become
an indispensible part of the Marunouchi landscape.

Those achievements have not come easily. The
museum’s staff is still relatively small and inexperienced.
Encountering new challenges on a day-by-day basis,
we have, not surprisingly, experienced considerable
strain and expended considerable effort in addressing
them. In fiscal 2010, our staff was racing to build up
expertise in running a museum, including, for example
addressing unresolved issues in how best to improve
the fit between museum requirements and the essential
facilities of our building and establishing a division
of labor for dealing with the media companies co-
sponsoring exhibitions. As we gain experience, we will
continue to maintain our character as a cultural center in
the heart of the city as we achieve significant advances
as one of Tokyo's, indeed, Japan's, leading art museums.

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The Mitsubishi Ichigokan

The Mitsubishi Ichigokan was designed in 1894 by the
English architect Josiah Conder at the invitation of the
Japanese government not long after the country had
ended a long period of national seclusion. The structure,
erected by Mitsubishi as the first Western-style office
building in Tokyo's Marunouchi district, makes use of the
Queen Anne style of architecture that was popular in
England in the late 19th century. In addition to housing
the banking department of Mitsubishi's headquarters, the
three-story building, linked by stairs, was rented out for
use as office space. Having aged significantly, the original
structure was torn down in 1968, and now, some 40 years
later, it has been reconstructed on the same lot according
to Conders original plans. As part of the restoration
project, along with a review of the Meiji-era blueprints
and survey maps dating from the buildings dismantling,
extensive surveys of various documents, photographs, and
extant structural components were conducted. In addition
to reusing some of the buildings interior components,
such as the handrails for the staircases, the structure was
reproduced as faithfully as possible down to the use of
specific building methods and architectural techniques.
The Mitsubishi Ichigokan, symbolizing the modernization
of Japan in the late 19th century, has been reborn as
the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, an icon of Tokyo's
Marunouchi district, in 2010.

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Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo, Opening Exhibition |
Manet et le Paris moderne

The Manet et le Paris moderne exhibition opened, after four
years of preparation, as the inaugural exhibition at our new
museum. We are grateful for the generous cooperation from
the Musée d'Orsay and the Biblioteque Nationale de France
in its planning.

The exhibition focused on Edouard Manet, who was
one of the most important painters in the history of
modern art, but who had not been the subject of a large-
scale retrospective exhibition in Japan. It was organized
from two perspectives: the development of Manet's work
throughout his career and relationships between Manet's
art and the modern city of Paris.

Akiya Takahashi and Caroline Mathieu, Conservateur en
chef au Musée d'Orsay, served as the joint commissioners
of this exhibition. A major part of the exhibits, including
work by Manet, particularly works relating to the theme
of “le Paris moderne,” were from the Musée d'Orsay
collection. The exhibition also included many works from
the collections of museums and individuals in other parts
of the world. The catalogue was jointly written by the
Musée d'Orsay and the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum,
Tokyo, with the partial assistance of Juliet Wilson-Bareau, a
leading Manet expert.

The exhibition was composed of over 180 works,
including oil paintings, sketches, architectural plans, and
sculptures. These varied works were effectively displayed
in the each of the exhibition rooms to showcase the
connections between the development of Manet's art and
the changing face of Paris under Baron George-Eugeéne

Haussmann's plan. In taking full advantage of the layout
of the exhibition rooms, this exhibition provides a model
for future exhibitions at the Ichigokan Museum in its use
of a rich variety of exhibition spaces to highlight organic
connections with the works being displayed.

In addition, “Repenser Edouard Manet— Un artiste dans
la ville”, a international symposium, was held in conjunction
with the exhibition. Jointly organized with the University
of Tokyo Center for Philosophy (UTCP), the symposium
featured a series of excellent lectures and discussions on
topics related to Manet and the urban culture of his day
by researchers from Japan and abroad, including Caroline
Mathieu, Juliet Wilson-Bareau, MIURA Atsushi (The University
of Tokyo), HASEGAWA Yuko(Museum of Contemporary Art,
Tokyo), and TAKAHASHI Akiya. The exhibition, thus, became
an opportunity for debating and discussing academic and
practical questions, right in the heart of the Marunouchi.

This opening exhibition for our museum, which
attracted over 300,000 visitors, was undeniably a huge
success. Even more important, it established, from the
day that our doors opened, that the Mitsubishi Ichigokan
Museum, Tokyo, is a museum with the ability and focus
to organize exhibitions on an international scale and of
notable scholarly worth. The experience of planning this
exhibition also taught us, however, a major lesson for
future management of the museum. It brought home to
us that organizing exhibitions of this quality and scale will
require that we deepen our managerial experience and
strengthen our organization.

From Dream to Reality: The Iwasaki/Mitsubishi Collection
followed Manet et le Paris moderne as the second exhibition
commemorating the opening of the museum. The origins
of Mitsubishi go back to the late 19th century, when its
founders, the lwasaki family, not only engaged in shipping,
insurance, real estate, and other businesses but also,
acutely aware of their connections to culture, defined the
framework of what is now the Mitsubishi Collection.

The Ichigokan Museum building is a reconstruction of
the Mitsubishi Dai-ichigokan, an office building completed
in 1894. Mitsubishi, led by the Iwasaki family, had purchased
the Marunouchi district, which had been home during
the Edo period to luxurious daimyo residences, turning
it into a major business district from the 1890s on. After
completing the Dai-ichigokan, Mitsubishi built brick and
stone Western-style office buildings along several blocks
of the Marunouchi area. During the period when IWASAKI
Yanosuke was the second-generation head of Mitsubishi
and SHODA Heigoro, its general manager, was playing
a central role in the company’s operations, plans were
conceived to build in the Marunouchi places where the
people who worked there could enjoy themselves: an art
museum and a theater. Designs for both an art museum
and a theater by British architect Josiah Conder, who
designed the Dai-ichigokan, survive, but neither was
realized.

That plan, however, attained almost legendary status
within Mitsubishi. With the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum,
Tokyo, the long-held dream of the Mitsubishi companies

of building an art museum in the Marunouchi has at last
been realized. For the exhibition, the Seikado Foundation,
the Toyo Bunko (Oriental Library), and other organizations
and individuals with ties to Mitsubishi supplied works
of many types, including modern art from the West and
Japan, advertising posters, and classical art and books.
Through their efforts, for the first time, the contours of the
Mitsubishi Collection have become visible.

This exhibition revealed that the Marunouchi, developed
to become the center of Japan’s modern economy, was
conceived as an area in which business and culture were
closely intertwined, as in the cities of modern Europe.
That concept is closely linked to the aims behind the
founding of our museum. The process of assembling the
works of art on display in this exhibition also brought to
light many magnificent paintings in private collections,
which had almost never been shown publicly, and led to
the discovery of a number of works that were thought to
have been lost. Given the complexity of this exhibition, we
entrusted the research and writing of each section of the
catalogue to an expert in that field. The result has provided
fresh insights into what the Iwasaki family and Mitsubishi
collected. While it is highly likely that the greater part of
the collection was lost in the Great Kanto Earthquake of
1923 and the Great Tokyo Air Raids of 1945, this exhibition
has led to unearthing a wealth of new information on the
works of art included in it. Additional research will, it is
hoped, shed further light on the Mitsubishi Collection.

Kandinsky and Franz Marc, we focused in this exhibition on
the period leading up to the birth of Abstract art. We thus
addressed a new theme, a movement, little known outside
art historical circles, that was one of the most important in
the twentieth-century history of Western art.

Thanks to the Lenbachhaus’s incomparable Blue Rider
collection, including Kandinsky's Study 2 for Composition
VIl (1913) and Marc's Tiger (1912), the Mitsubishi Ichigokan
Museum was able to mount a Blue Rider exhibition of
demonstrable scholarly significance. Because neither
Kandinsky’s name nor his work was well known in Japan,

publicizing the exhibition required considerable care,

but proved effective. The extensive media coverage of
