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Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo
2012-2013 Year in Review

In fiscal 2012, the third year since the museum opened, we
continued the work of the previous fiscal year, redoubling
our efforts to solidify the foundations and future directions of
the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo.

During this year, the museum held three highly
distinctive exhibitions.

KATAGAMI Style, an exhibition organized jointly
with the Nikkei Shimbun, dealt with a unique theme: the
influence on Western art of the delicate katagami stencils
that were mainly used as tools for dyeing textiles with finely
patterned komon and other designs in the Edo period and
were later brought to the West. This exhibition was ground-
breaking: Through the large number of works of art included
in it, these much overlooked exchanges between East and
West and their impact on the history of art were at long last
recognized by audiences in Japan. We initially struggled
to attract museum-goers because of the lack of general
knowledge of the artistic qualities of katagami, but as word
about the exhibition spread, its reputation grew, and it
became a great success. We should note that this exhibition
was the outcome of collaboration among the academic
research team led by Professor Akiko Mabuchi of Japan
Women's University, the National Museum of Modern Art,
Kyoto, the Mie Prefectural Art Museum, and the Mitsubishi
Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo.

Edward Burne-Jones was the first exhibition in
Japan of the work of this extraordinarily talented Victorian-
period British artist. A decisively rigorous retrospective
curated by Stephen Wildman, director of the Ruskin Research
Centre at Lancaster University, the exhibition benefitted from
the cooperation of the Birmingham Museums Trust, based
in the city of Burne-Jones' birth, which owns a world-famous
collection of his works. The items on display, which included
tapestries, sketches for stained glass, and books, clearly
illustrated his relationships with Pre-Raphaelite art and the
turn-of-the-century Arts and Crafts movement, highlighting
not only his paintings, but also Burne-Jones’ outstanding
skills as a designer and art director.

The exhibition also turned its attention to
connections between Burne-Jones and the culture of
illustration in contemporary Japan, influences to which the
popular comic strip artist Araki Hirohiko has frequently made
reference.

With Chardin1699-1779, we once again broke
new ground by organizing the first solo exhibition of the
work of this eighteenth-century French master in Japan. We

are convinced that the quiet Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum
exhibition rooms provided art lovers a rare experience to
sample the lofty world of a painter who spent his whole
career in private conversation with objects, painting the
unassuming small articles of daily life. It was extremely
challenging to compose an exhibition of this artist's rather
small oeuvre by bringing together works from art museums
all over the world. With, however, the advice of Pierre
Rosenberg, the leading authority on Chardin and a former
director of the Louvre, and with the cooperation of the
Louvre, we were at long last able to finalize our plans. While
the number of visitors reached more than 100,000 and the
exhibition was praised by many art lovers, the relatively dim
response by journalists covering the art world, in particular
on television, was worse than expected and proved a major
disappointment to us as organizers. The ignorance and
indifference of Japanese media towards artists with low name
recognition are nothing new, but this experience reminded
us that we as a museum need to do more to educate and
inform in the future.

The museum took a huge step in terms of
acquisitions. We were able to purchase, from a collector in
Switzerland, a set of nearly all the prints by the painter and
printmaker Félix Vallotton (1865-1925), who was born in
Lausanne, Switzerland, but was active in France as a member
of Les Nabis. As a result, the museum probably has one of
the finest collections of woodblock prints by Vallotton in the
world. In addition, we were able to exhibit the prints from
our collection, and the oil painting purchased last year in a
Vallotton retrospective that opened in Paris in September
2013. That exhibition will travel to the Mitsubishi Ichigokan in
the summer of 2014.

We are also pleased to report that at the end
of the fiscal year we added expertise in two fields, both
information and materials and education and outreach, by
hiring an additional two staff members for the museum. The
tasks in these critical but often low profile areas are now in
good hands under the guidance of professional staff. We
can say with confidence that Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum
has followed a productive course in fiscal 2012, making
steady progress toward our aim of becoming a focused,
authoritative, and attractive museum of fine arts.

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History

The Mitsubishi Ichigokan was designed in 1894 by the
English architect Josiah Conder at the invitation of the
Japanese government not long after the country had
ended a long period of national seclusion. The structure,
erected by Mitsubishi as the first Western-style office
building in Tokyo's Marunouchi district, makes use of the
Queen Anne style of architecture that was popular in
England in the late 19th century. In addition to housing
the banking department of Mitsubishi's headquarters, the
three-story building, linked by stairs, was rented out for
use as office space. Having aged significantly, the original
structure was torn down in 1968, and now, some 40 years
later, it has been reconstructed on the same lot according
to Conders original plans. As part of the restoration
project, along with a review of the Meiji-era blueprints
and survey maps dating from the buildings dismantling,
extensive surveys of various documents, photographs, and
extant structural components were conducted. In addition
to reusing some of the buildings interior components,
such as the handrails for the staircases, the structure was
reproduced as faithfully as possible down to the use of
specific building methods and architectural techniques.
The Mitsubishi Ichigokan, symbolizing the modernization
of Japan in the late 19th century, has been reborn as the
Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum, Tokyo.

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KATAGAMI Style

"Katagami" stencils, tools traditionally used in dyeing in Japan,
are little known to the general public in our country. To
address this issue, this exhibition considered the significant
influence that Katagami had on the Japonisme movement
in the West from the late nineteenth to the early twentieth
century by juxtaposing Katagami with the art and craft
objects they influenced. The first of its kind in Japan, this
exhibition was an introduction to the impact of Japanese
design on Japonisme with a special focus on Katagami
stencils.

Dyeing with paper stencils is thought to have
begun in the Kamakura and Northern and Southern Courts
periods (c.1185-1392). Katagami stencils were primarily
made in the Jike and Shiroko areas of Seishu (Ise) province,
i.e, present-day Suzuka in Mie Prefecture, where craftsmen
still continue to make Katagami. A variety of small knives are
used to cut out the patterns in the "jigami" (uncut stencil
paper), which is made from sheets of Mino paper fused
together with persimmon juice. There are four techniques,
"tsukibori" (piercing cut), "kiribori" (hole puncturing), "dégubori”
(motif cutter) and "shimabori or hikibori" (cut stripes), either
used singly or in combination. The patterns are sometimes
delicate, sometimes bold, and the stencils themselves merit
appreciation. As tools used in the process of dyeing, however,
Katagami were shoved into a corner of the workshop when
they had served their purpose, as they wore out or the
designs carved into them went out of fashion. They were
not recognized as works of art. Until recently, they were little
known in Japan, and if collected at all, they were at best
stored as miscellaneous items in museums.

The situation was, however, quite different
elsewhere. From the middle of the nineteenth century, the
closing years of the Tokugawa shogunate in Japan, large
quantities of Katagami were exported to Europe and North
America. Over the past few decades it has become clear that
those Katagami were a source of designs that inspired art
and craft objects created by participants in the Japonisme

movement. This exhibition introduced the phenomenon as
it developed in three linguistic areas: the English-speaking
world, the French-speaking world and the German-speaking
world. Those three sections were framed by an introduction
exhibiting Katagami stencils together with examples of
Japanese kimono that were dyed using the paper stencils,
as well as examples of the bingata dyeing techniques
used in the Ryukyus and a concluding section introducing
ceramics and textiles still being produced in the West that
are demonstrably influenced by Katagami designs and that
document the evolution of the impact of Katagami across
space and time.

We chose to exhibit the works by linguistic area
because the reception of Katagami differed by region. In
Britain, where the Industrial Revolution originated, Katagami
patterns were consulted for example for fabric designs and
collected at dye works and production sites. In France, Emile
Gallé, René Lalique, and other celebrated artists consulted
the patterns for their own work. In Germany and Austria,
Katagami were used as educational materials at craft schools
for training students. In this way, Katagami, having been
received differently depending on the language region,
influenced works in a range of fields from paintings, prints,
and other two-dimensional works of art to industrial art
objects including glass, ceramics, and textiles, as well as
furniture, wallpaper, and book bindings.

More than a century ago, Katagami designs were
all the vogue in Europe and North America and were copied
both for works of art and for industrial products. Gradually
forgotten as Japonisme faded away, in recent years Katagami
designs have reappeared in textiles, ceramics, and other
objects in the West. This exhibition was the first opportunity
in Japan to tell the whole story of the impact of Katagami
designs across periods and regions and was well received
by both specialists and the general public. The Society for
the Study of Japonisme awarded the exhibition its inaugural
prize for exhibitions.
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Edward Burne-Jones

“One of the nicest young fellows in Dreamland” is how
Dante Gabriel Rossetti, the darling of his day, described
the brilliant Victorian painter Edward Burne-Jones (1833-
98). Burne-Jones, who was born as a son of a frame-maker
in the industrial city of Birmingham, met his lifelong friend
William Morris at Oxford University, and in 1861 they
initiated the collaboration that triggered the Arts and
Crafts movement. By the end of the nineteenth century,
Burne-Jones was highly acclaimed for a style of painting
that was filled with poetic sentiment and a sense of
tranquillity, his fame spreading throughout continental
Europe. Although much attention has been paid to his
work as it relates to the Pre-Raphaelites and Morris & Co,,
the entirety of Burne-Jones' artistic activities has not been
fully appreciated.

Burne-Jones had planned to enter the church,
but ultimately decided to pursue a career in art after
touring cathedrals in northern France with Morris in 1855.
The following year, he left the university to become a
pupil of the well-known avant-garde artist Rossetti and
started studying Italian art on the advice of the art critic
John Ruskin. As his talent began to bloom, Burne-Jones
assisted Morris, creating inimitable designs, while also
developing an original style in his paintings that combined
the Symbolic expression with the decorative quality.
Even today, over a century later, Burne-Jones' delicate
style, which spurred the Aesthetic movement and was a
precursor to Symbolist painting, continues to radiate a
sense of freshness that enhances the attractiveness of his
work.

Curated by Stephen Wildman, director of

the Ruskin Library and Research Centre at Lancaster
University, this exhibition was the first in Japan to present
a comprehensive examination of Edward Burne-Jones'
career. With the cooperation of the Birmingham Museums
Trust, home to one of the world's leading collections of
Burne-Jones’ works, the exhibition included approximately
80 items specially selected from both domestic and foreign
institutions, including oil paintings and watercolors,
drawings, rare books, and tapestries. Most notable among
them were the series that convey the essence of Burne-
Jones’ art, such as "St. George", "Cupid and Psyche",
"Pygmalion", "Perseus", and "The Briar Rose". These were
introduced together with studies that stimulated thinking
about his creative processes.

Above all, our bringing the superb "Pygmalion”
series of four paintings to Japan excited art connoisseurs
and experts. We also created a very popular effect for the
exhibition by displaying The Sleeping Princess (1872-
74,126 x 237 cm, Dublin City Gallery The Hugh Lane) in a
room in which all four walls had been draped with fabric in
a deep coral to highlight the dark green hues of the large
painting. Burne-Jones’ magnificent tapestry, The Adoration
of the Magi (1894, 258 x 384 cm, Manchester Metropolitan
University Special Collections), was the largest work the
museum had borrowed thus far and, as such, it broadened
the potential for shows at the Mitsubishi Ichigokan
Museum, Tokyo. The detailed and exquisite catalogue
edited by Joichiro Kawamura, Professor Emeritus at
Hitotsubashi University, sold well, with one purchase for
every 9.2 visitors to the exhibition.
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Chardin 1699-1779

In his own time, Jean Siméon Chardin (1699-1779) was
highly regarded by Diderot and other critics among his
contemporaries. He was also a favorite with royalty and
titled nobility in many countries. After his death, however,
he was largely forgotten. The mid-nineteenth century
brought a reassessment of his work, which influenced
Millet, Manet, Cézanne, Matisse and many other painters.
The novelist Proust praises Chardin’s still lifes In Search
of Lost Time. Chardin was a master of the still life and
genre paintings of eighteenth-century France, and his
achievements as a painter spanned nearly six decades,
but there are only 238 extant paintings. Only two are in
collections in Japan, and, apart from the Louvre Museum,
there is only one art museum in the world that has more
than ten of his paintings in its collection. Thus, organizing a
Chardin exhibition is fraught with difficulty. The exhibition
at the Mitsubishi Ichigokan Museum was the first Chardin
exhibition in Japan.

The exhibition commissioner was Pierre Rosenberg,
a member of Académie francaise and Honorary President-
Director of the Louvre Museum. We secured thirty-eight
paintings for exhibition by dint of special cooperation from
the Louvre Museum, which boasts the world’s leading
Chardin collection. Of them, thirty-seven paintings were
brought from overseas, and, of them, twenty-six were
exhibited in Japan for the first time. The exhibition showed
two of four extant versions of Saying Grace: one that
was treasured by the painter until his death and another

acquired by Catherine the Great, Empress of Russia, from
a private collection. We reunited these paintings for the
first time in thirty-three years, since 1979, when they were
shown side by side at exhibitions in Paris, Boston, and
Cleveland. We also brought together pairs of works that are
currently held in separate collections, including The Drawing
Lesson at Tokyo Fuji Art Museum and The Good Education
at the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston, as well as The Kitchen
Table from the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston, and The Butler’s
Table from the Museum of Fine Arts in Carcassonne, which
were also shown together for the first time in thirty-three
years. The exhibition also showed other masterworks such
as Girl with Racket and Shuttlecock and Basket of Wild
Strawberries, two paintings from private collections that are
not usually on public display. We also exhibited the original
of the Girl with Racket and Shuttlecock, which is privately
owned, with the replica of it in the collection of the Uffizi
Gallery for the first time, providing many pointers about
attribution and Chardin’s production methods as well as
other material for future discussion.

In conjunction with the exhibition, the museum
also organized lectures by the exhibition commissioner,
Pierre Rosenberg, and by Colin Bailey, Deputy Director and
Peter Jay Sharp Chief Curator at the Frick Collection. The
museum also collaborated with a symposium organized
by the Société Franco-Japonaise d'Art et d'Archéologie,
highlighting the exhibition’s scholarly significance.
